(A) These Terms of Business and the completed Client Details Form set out the agreement between “you” (the
property vendor or client listed in the Client Details Form) and the Agent Company whose company details are

listed in the Client Details Form (“we”, “us”, “our” or “the Agent Company”).

(B) The Keller Williams Oxygen Market Centre (whose company details are listed in the Client Details Form) provides
administration, marketing and support services to the Agent Company, including financial management and
invoicing.

APPOINTMENT DURATION

INTERESTED PARTIES

SUB INSTRUCTION

We may at our sole discretion sub-instruct other selected agencies or intermediaries at any time during our the
period of our agency appointment, if we consider that this would assist in introducing a potential purchaser for
your property.

FEES

RIGHT TO CANCEL

at any time within a period of fourteen (14) from the date of signature (the “Cancellation Period”) and receive
a full refund of any pre-paid fees, without needing to give us any reason. You can do so by notifying us in writing
of your intention to cancel.

To meet the cancellation deadline, it is sufficient that you have sent your cancellation notice before the
Cancellation Period has expired, regardless of whether we have received it within the Cancellation Period.

We will not start providing the services during the Cancellation Period unless you ask us to. You can request for
us to start providing the services during the Cancellation Period within the Client Details Form. However, you
agree and acknowledge that due to the costs we will then incur preparing and marketing the property, by
requesting for us to start providing the services during the Cancellation Period you will lose the right to cancel
and receive a refund of any pre-paid fees, including the Instruction Fee.

All intellectual property rights in images, videos, floor plans, reports and other documentation commissioned for
or prepared by us in relation to this agreement shall be owned by us or our third-party licensors, unless we agree
otherwise with you in writing.

LIABILITY

If we fail to comply with any term of this agreement, we are responsible for loss or damage that you suffer which
is a foreseeable result of our:

17.1.1. breach of this agreement; or
17.1.2. negligence,

however we will not be responsible for any loss or damage that was not foreseeable to you and us when we
entered into this agreement. Loss or damage is foreseeable if it was an obvious consequence of the breach or
if it was contemplated by you and us at the time we entered into this agreement.

In addition, we will not be liable for:

17.2.1. loss or damage that was not caused by any breach or negligence on our part;
17.2.2. business losses; or

17.2.3. loss or damage to non-consumers.

We do not exclude or limit in any way our liability that cannot be excluded or limited by law, for example liability
for death or personal injury or fraud or fraudulent misrepresentation.

We accept no liability or responsibility for the maintenance or repair of the property at any time.

COMPLAINTS PROCEDURE AND THE PROPERTY REDRESS SCHEME

Please contact us if you have any query or concern about the services provided by us to you under this
agreement. We hope we will be able to resolve any issues you may have.

Should you have any query or concern which we have been unable to resolve for you, you should write to us to
make a formal complaint. Your complaint will be acknowledged within three (3) working days of receipt and we
will provide a copy of our complaints procedure and commence an internal investigation. If you otherwise require
a copy of our complaints procedure, this is available from us at any time.

A written outcome of the investigation will then be sent to you within the timeframe set out in our complaints
procedure — this will usually be within ten (10) working days of our receipt of your initial complaint.

We are also members of the Property Redress Scheme for the resolution of consumer complaints that we have
not been able to satisfactorily resolve. We may disclose information relating to the sale of your property to the
Property Redress Scheme if you have lodged a complaint with them and they ask for us to provide this
information.

CONSUMER PROTECTION REGULATIONS

The Consumer Protection from Unfair Trading Regulations 2008 require us to ensure that any representations
or property descriptions communicated by us (whether verbal or written) are factually correct and not misleading.
In addition, we need to disclose to a potential purchaser any information that would be material to their decision
making.

As such, you must ensure that:

20.2.1. you promptly complete and return our property information questionnaire once you have received this
from us;

20.2.4. you inform us of any unusual or onerous circumstances relating to the property, including but not
limited to restrictions, outgoings or conditions.

MONEY LAUNDERING REGULATIONS

ANTI-CORRUPTION AND MODERN SLAVERY

We shall each comply at all times with all applicable laws relating to anti-bribery, anti-corruption and anti-slavery
including but not limited to the Bribery Act 2010 and the Modern Slavery Act 2015 (to the extent applicable).

TERMINATION

In addition to each of our respective termination rights under clause 5, we may terminate this agreement with
immediate effect by giving written notice to you if we reasonably consider that continuing to act as your agent
under this agreement could put us in breach of any applicable legal obligation.



25. GENERAL.

25.1. Conflict. In the event of any conflict between these Terms of Business and the Client Details Form, the Client
Details Form shall prevail.

25.2. Variations. No variation to our agreement shall be effective unless it is in writing and signed by both parties.
25.3. Third party rights. No one other than a party to this agreement has any right to enforce any term of this contract.

25.4. Severability. If any term of this agreement (or part of any term) is or becomes illegal, invalid or unenforceable,
the legality, validity and enforceability of any other term of this agreement shall not be affected and the term
shall apply with the minimum changes necessary to make it legal, valid and enforceable.

25.5. Governing law. The laws of England and Wales apply to this contract, although if you are resident elsewhere
you will retain the benefit of any mandatory protections given to you by the laws of that country.

25.6. Jurisdiction. Any disputes will be subject to the non-exclusive jurisdiction of the courts of England and Wales.
This means that you can choose whether to bring a claim in the courts of England and Wales or in the courts of
another part of the UK in which you live.

GLOSSARY

‘Sole agency’ — this means that you will be liable to pay remuneration to us, in addition to any other charges or costs
agreed, if at any time unconditional contracts for the sale of the property are exchanged:

a) with a purchaser introduced by us during the period of our sole agency or with whom we had negotiations

‘Sole selling rights’ — this means that you will be liable to pay remuneration to us, in addition to any other charges or
costs agreed, in each of the following circumstances:

a) If unconditional contracts for the sale of the property are exchanged in the period during which we have sole
selling rights, even if the purchaser was not found by us but by another agent or by any other person, including
yourself.

b) If unconditional contracts for the sale of the property are exchanged after the expiry of the period during which
we have sole selling rights but to a purchaser who was introduced to you during that period or with whom you
had negotiations about the property during that period.

‘Multiple agency’ — this means that you will be liable to pay Performance Fees to us, in addition to any other costs or
charges agreed, if at any time unconditional contracts for the sale of the property are exchanged with a purchaser
introduced by us during the period of our multiple agency or with whom we had negotiations about the property during
that period.
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
